We recognize that:

In Ukraine, the issue of language has long
gone beyond the sphere of personal identity
and has turned into a matter of security — for
an individual, their loved ones, fellow
citizens, and the country.

For some members of the AUK community,
communication in the Ukrainian language
remains a challenge. A significant part of
Ukrainians was raised and still remain in a
Russian-speaking environment.

Within our community, there are those who
have suffered irreparable losses and profound
trauma as a result of Russian aggression. For
them, killings, destruction, personal pain are
inextricably linked with the Russian language
and cultural space.

Russia has openly sought to destroy the
Ukrainian people, Ukrainian culture, and
Ukrainian identity over the course of the last
centuries.

The authoritarian regime of the Russian
Federation uses the Russian language as an
instrument for violating the rights of
individuals and peoples to preserve and
develop their national identity, and for
waging wars under the pretext of “protecting
Russian speakers”.
